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Sponsor submits the draft MBI to the USACE & 
Co-Chair for review, comments, & consultation.  

 

USACE will identify additional 
information needed and request from 

sponsor within 30 days of receipt. 

Five days after USACE distributes the draft MBI to the IRT, a 30 day comment 
period begins for the IRT.  At the end of the 30 day comment period (i.e., 35 

days after IRT receipt), IRT members notify USACE (copy Co-Chair) of any 
comments.  If IRT member does not respond, USACE assumes acceptance. 

If an IRT member has substantive unresolved 
issues, USACE & Co-Chair will initiate 

IRT/Sponsor discussion and work to resolve 
the issues. 

Sponsor has 60 days to provide 
requested information.  If the sponsor 
fails to provide information, the bank 
will be administratively withdrawn.
