 We use a variety of environmentally preferred products such as our paper 
bags, which are made from 100% post-consumer products and are Rainforest 
Alliance certified. Our paper cups are certified by the Sustainable Forestry 
Initiative and our coffee sleeves are made from 100% recycled material with at 
least 99% post-consumer product. Our napkins are also made with 100% recycled 
material and 40% post-consumer product. Our bath tissue is 100% recycled with 
at least 20% post-consumer product.

Our store has a Grounds for your Garden program where we donate used 
coffee grounds to Crofton residents for use in their gardens, compost, etc.

Currently, our store recycles an average of 60 milk jugs per day along with 
a variety of cardboard products such as boxes and juice cartons.
