ASBESTOS FOR ALL...

Just a friendly reminder concerning National Emission Standards for Hazardous
Air Pollutants (NESHAP). Whenever a building has reached a NESHAP quantity
(260 linear feet, or 160 squarefeet, or 35 cubic feet), during acalendar year, any and
all subsequent regulated asbestos work is subject to the NESHAP provision. This
regulation can be found in 40 CFR 145(a)(4). This means, for example, that vari-
ances are needed for the use of glovebags and notifications should be submitted at
least 10 daysin advance of the beginning of the project. 1t would also beagood idea
to speak with the building owner concerning any previous asbestos activity that may
have already taken place in the building. As always, if you have any questions

SCHOOLS...

Larry Vermont and Jim Hourihane have been
inspecting schools for compliance with the As-
bestos Hazard Emergency Response Act
(AHERA). The problems they found are not a
surprise, but all these years after the AHERA
regulations were issued (10/30/87); we had
hoped that the schools were doing a better job
of beingin compliance! Thisisparticularly true
of the schools that had a management plan at
one time. Here are a few of the problems that
they found.

NO. 1. No Designated Person-Unless the
school is for profit and not required to comply
with the AHERA regulations, there MUST be
a designated person who is responsible for the
school's AHERA responsibilities. If a new one
is assigned, make sure that person has training
sufficient for their responsibilities.

If the school has an exclusion, the designated
person still has dutiesto perform. Thisincludes
keeping the exclusion documents and any other
formsin the school's administrative office. The
designated person must make sure that the an-
nual notification is made to parents, staff, and
teachers.

If the school hasamanagement plan, the desig-
nated person has more duties to perform. This
includes keeping the management plan in the
school's administrative office, ensuring that the
required periodic surveillance and reinspections
are carried out, and keeping any abatement
records, etc. with the management plan. Again,
it is the designated person's responsibility to
make sure that the annual notification is made
to all interested parties.

NO.2: Exclusions-This status is granted to
school buildings that were built after October
12, 1988. The "management plan” for thisfacil-
ity will consist of astatement by an architect or
engineer stating "no asbestos-containing build

ing material (ACBM) was specified in any con-
struction document for the building, or, to the
best of his or her knowledge, no ACBM was
used as a building materia in the building” (40
CFR 763.99). An accredited inspector may make
asimilar statement. Therest of the management
plan will include the name, phone, and address
of the designated person, hisor her training, and
the annual notifications. The notifications are
still necessary so that you can inform interested
parties that you have complied with the rule.

There are other categoriesof exclusions based
on older inspections that may apply, but most
of these inspections were carried out under a
rule that was not as comprehensive as the
AHERA regulations. Thiswasthe Friable As-
bestos Containing Materialsin Schools, | denti-
fication and Notification Rule known as the
Asbestos-in-Schoolsrule. It took effect in 1983
and required schood to find only friable mate-
rials, sample these, and then report the results
to the interested parties. Only 40% of the
schools complied with this rule and that was
part of thereason for the more stringent AHERA
rule.

NO.3 Nonpublic, nonprofit school-The ques-
tion comes up again about who is responsible
for the inspection and management plan for
nonpublic, nonprofit school buildings. The
AHERA regulations clearly define these local
education agencies (LEA's) asthe"owner of any
nonpublic, nonprofit school building.” (40 CFR
763.83) The school should work with the owner
to make sure that the inspection and manage-
ment plan are prepared. If the owner does not
cooperate, the school is still responsible. It is
still your problem because the EPA hastold us
that they will take action against both the school
and the owner. Please note that our records do
not contain the name of your landlord, so when
wetell the EPA that your school isnot in com-
pliance; we give them your name and not the
owner's name!!




NO.4: No management plan-If your school had
amanagment plan once upon atime, that doesn't
count for anything if it cannot be found!! If itis
out of date, you need areinspection ASAP. There
isno grace period alowed in the regulations for
schoolsto "find" old plans or not have aplan. I f
your school opened beforeyou prepared a man-
agement plan, it is not in compliance with the
AHERA regulations. The only exception isfor
an emergency moveinto another building. Then
you have 30 days to have the inspection done.

Our school inspectors will give you a certain
number of daysto obtain the reinspection or man-
agement plan. This information will be on the
inspection form that you sign at the time of the
inspection. If you fail to meet the deadline, we
report to EPA-Region 111 that your school failed
to comply with the requirements. If you need
more time, please don't hesitate to ask. If it is
reasonable, we will grant your request.

Don't forget that you have to use our forms for
theinitial inspection and management plan. We
will return the documentsiif these are not on the
required forms. The forms are on our website.

NO.5: NoRenspections-Thesearerequired ev-
ery 3yearsif you still have ACBM inyour build-
ing. It doesn't matter if it isin good condition,
only in the teacher's lounge, etc. Periodic sur-
velllance is required every 6 months for these
same materials. If any previously unidentifed
materialsarefound during areinspection, handle
it as though it had been found on the initial in-
spection.

By the way it is not possible to perform a
reinspection for a facility that has no initial in-
spection or management plan!!

No0.6: No. Records-Abatement records need to
be added to the management plan because you
need to account for materials that have been re-
moved. Thereisan extensive list of records that
are needed for the management plan.

Enforcement Note. The EPA-Region 111 fined
the Easton Area School District (in PA)
$27,500for violationsof notification require-
ments, record keeping, and management
plans. The EPA did not find that teachers,
students, or other building occupants were
exposed to asbestos. Instead of paying the
finetothe EPA, the school district consented
to spend at least that much on asbestos re-
moval projectsin 3 schools.

You do not need to be guilty of exposing per-
sons to asbestos emissions to be fined by the
EPA. Lack of notifications and management
plans are very serious violations.

It seems that this must be the season to think
about repairsto facilities because | have had a
number of inquiries about Operations & Main-
tenance (O& M) work.

Yes, the Control of Asbestos regulations,
COMAR 26.11.21, are more stringent than the
OSHA regulations!

Yes, your company needs an asbestos abatement
license to perform O& M work on asbestos ma-
terials that are regulated.

Yes, you need to have an accredited supervisor
listed in thelicense application. This person has
to supervise the O& M operations.

Look carefully at the definition of operations
and maintenance in the definitionsin COMAR
26.11.21. Thedefinition definesasize limit for
O&M activities with the caveat that these jobs
are performed in association with small repairs
or maintenance.




You are not allowed to use O& M projectsto re-
move small amounts on aregular basis just to
get past therequirementsfor NESHAPjobs. The
amounts that you remove are cumulative and
onceyou exceed the NESHAP amountsfor your
facility for the year, then al of the work is sub-
ject to the requirements of NESHAP projects.
This would include sending the O&M trained
persons out to a 4 day worker course, invoking
thel0 day notification requirement, etc.

The other thing to remember is that the O&M
work isintended for small projectsthat you are
carrying out because asbestos is in the way of
your job. For exampleavalve springsaleak and
it must be repaired, however, asbestos is on the
valve and must be handled as part of the plumb-
ing repair. In other words, the purposefor O& M
jobisnot to remove asbestos per se, but to handle
the asbestos because it is part of the repair job.
The O&M projects are small projects of short
duration.

Something else to keep in mind, is that if the
little repair job blows up into a job greater than
the O& M project size, you will need to stop the
O& M-trained personsand bringin 4-day trained
workers. When you think about it, there are not
many opportunities to use just O& M-trained
persons on your jobs. These persons require
medical monitoring, training, protective cloth-
ing, etc. the same as the workers and supervi-
sors.

For those of you who are still asking, the per-
sons trained in the 2-hour AHERA awareness
course cannot perform any asbestos activities,
O&M or otherwise. These persons are custodial
and maintenance personsat the schoolswho have
received training on health effects of asbestos,
where it is found, and whom to notify about
changes in the condition of ACBM.
