On March 20, EPA Administrator Carol
M. Browner and Agriculture Secretary Dan
Glickman announced actions by the
Clinton-Gore Administration to signifi-
cantly reduce or eliminate use of the fuel
additive methyl tertiary-butyl ether
(MTBE) and boost the use of safe alterna-
tives like ethanol.

The Clinton-Gore Administration is tak-
ing these actions in order to protect drink-
ing water, preserve clean-air benefits, and
promote greater production and use of re-
newable fuels like ethanol.

Browner and Glickman released a leg-
islative framework to encourage immedi-
ate Congressional action to reduce or elimi-
nate MTBE and promote renewable fuels
like ethanol.  Browner also announced the
beginning of regulatory action by EPA to
eliminate MTBE in gasoline.

The legislative framework being sent to
Congress includes the following three rec-
ommendations, which taken together as a
single package, provide an environmen-
tally sound and cost effective approach:

• First, Congress should amend
the Clean Air Act to provide the author-
ity to significantly reduce or eliminate
the use of MTBE.  This step is necessary
to protect America’s drinking water sup-
plies.

• Second, as MTBE use is re-
duced or eliminated, Congress must en-
sure that air quality gains are not dimin-
ished.  The Clinton-Gore Administration

2,300 tires from the banks and mainstem
of Lower Beaverdam Creek in Cheverly
on March 7.

On numerous occasions crews have
come to the area that parallels U.S. Route
50 East near the Cheverly Metro station to
clean up illegally dumped tires. Around

Feb. 19, the tires were dumped in the area
by some unknown party, launching an in-
vestigation by the Environmental Crimes
Unit of the Maryland Department of the
Environment (MDE). Those convicted of

Maryland’s Department of  the Envi-
ronment, in conjunction with the Mary-
land Department of Transportation and
local governments, plays an important
role in the U.S. 301 Transportation
Study by ensuring the protection of en-
vironmental resources throughout the
southern region of Maryland.

The study area of the project is a 60-
mile corridor of communities and trans-
portation systems, beginning at the in-
terchange of U.S. 301 at U.S. 50 in
Prince George’s County and extending
south, along existing U.S. 301 to the
Harry Nice Memorial Bridge in Charles
County.  Other counties included in the
study area are Calvert, St. Mary’s, and
the southern tip of Anne Arundel. The
purpose of this major project was to
study relationships between proposed
transportation improvements and land
use, while encouraging environmental
protection of vital natural resources
throughout the corridor.

A consensus building process was es-
tablished by bringing citizens and gov-
ernment officials together in a 75-mem-
ber task force to develop proposals for
improving transportation systems in the
corridor, while protecting the corridor’s
vital environmental resources.  When the
study began in 1993 under the adminis-
tration of then Gov. William Donald
Schaefer, the task force approach was
considered unique and non-traditional.

MDE was an active member of the task
force and continues to serve on the U.S.
301 Policy Oversight Committee, the
U.S. 301 Implementation Technical
Workgroup, and has led the Corridor
Theme Development Subcommittee.

As a result of task force’s recommen-
dations, the following projects have
been developed and are being imple-
mented under the U.S. 301 Transporta-
tion Study:

• Waldorf Demonstration Project/
Short-Term Bus Plan - This project in-
cludes two components: increased com-
muter bus service from the Waldorf area
to Washington, D.C., and enhanced bus

service within Waldorf (including La
Plata).  This new bus service, with the
Route 901 bus line, went into effect on
April 26, 1999.  Several other buses have
also been included.

• Waldorf Sub-Area Plan - This
project was intended to create an inte-
grated vision for the Waldorf area of
Charles County that would be accom-
plished through the sub-area planning
process.  This process began on Septem-
ber 2, 1999.

• La Plata Visioning Plan- MDE is
one of several state agencies assisting
the Town of La Plata towards the cre-

 The timing could not be better to begin

planning and working on an environmen-
tally-friendly lawn and garden. The rea-
son—April is National Lawn and Garden
Month, as deemed by the Landscape Ar-
chitects of America. The savvy gardner
realizes there is a distinct connection be-
tween what they do on the land and water
and air quality.

During the summer months, Maryland
often experiences unhealthy levels of
ground-level ozone. Ground-level ozone
is created when pollutants emitted from
vehicles, power plants, and other sources
react in the presence of sunlight and high
temperatures. Ground-level ozone ad-
versely affects human health and the envi-
ronment. Small gasoline-powered engines,
such as lawn mowers and trimmers, also
contribute to air pollution. On days when
ground-level ozone reaches unhealthy lev-
els (Code Orange and Code Red Days), do
not use gasoline-powered lawn equipment.

Other things to do to improve air qual-
ity include:

• Avoid spilling gasoline. Spills
evaporate and pollute the air.

• Use manual tools. If you have a
small lawn, use a push-mower.

• Create a smaller lawn. Plant
ground cover and shrubs to reduce the
amount of lawn that you need to mow.

• Use cleaner equipment, such as
electric or rechargeable mowers.

Conserve water
Always use water sparingly, irrigating

the landscape only when absolutely nec-
essary. Lawns consume the greatest
amount of water used and often it is not
required. Lawns will go into a summer
dormancy when rainfall decreases. This is

normal and does not mean the lawn will
die. Mow the lawn high (about 2 to 3
inches). This height shades the soil, reduc-
ing evaporation of moisture. Mulch flower
beds to keep the soil moist and cooler dur-
ing the summer. When you do water your
plants or lawn, water during cooler peri-
ods of the day – early morning or late af-
ternoon — to reduce evaporation. Don’t
turn sprinklers on and leave them on for
long periods. Use a hose and provide suf-
ficient water at the base of plants rather
than use sprinklers.

Cut it high, let it lie
Fertilizer is not the only substance that

can add nutrient deposition to the Bay.
Grass clippings and leaves left in streetside
gutters can be washed away with
stormwater and end up decomposing in the
Bay. The process of decomposing uses
oxygen in the water (needed by aquatic
life) and releases nutrients from the plant
material. Keep grass clippings and leaves
out of streetside gutters. Leave grass clip-
pings on the lawn. It returns nutrients to
the grass, keeps the soil moist longer, and
reduces the amount of yard waste that is
sent to landfills. Remember that too much
a of a good thing can be detrimental to the

Maryland Earth Day 2000 events

Think Americans don’t care about keep-
ing America beautiful? Think again.

This spring more than two million people
will do more than just clean out their clos-
ets. They will mobilize to beautify their
local communities through Earth Day-
based events and the Great American
Cleanupª.

April 22 marks the 30th anniversary of
the first Earth Day. Originally called “The
First National Environmental Teach-in,”

Gaylord Nelson re-
called in an October 1990 speech: “...the
idea for Earth Day occurred to me in late
July 1969. At the time there was a great
deal of turmoil on the college campuses
over the Vietnam War. Protests, called anti-
war teach-ins, were being widely held on
campuses across the nation.. I read an ar-
ticle on the teach-ins, and it suddenly oc-
curred to me, why not have a nationwide

teach-in on the environment? That was the
origin of Earth Day.”

Since that first
Earth Day, the
United States has
made some great
strides in trying to
keep our land and
water clean and green.

The air quality index shows that air qual-
ity in the U.S. has improved 42 percent
since 1980. The air quality index measures

the amount of ground-level ozone (smog),
particulate matter (soot), acid rain, and
other toxic air pollutants that are present
in the atmosphere.

Between 1975 and 1993, the amount of
organic wastes released into water fell by
46 percent. The release of toxic organics

fell by 99 percent
and the release of
toxic metals fell by
98 percent. Phos-
phorus, fecal
coliform and dis-
solved oxygen lev-
els in rivers and
streams exceeding
local standards de-
clined between
1974 and 1990.

Seventy-five percent of America’s streams
and rivers, 82 percent of its lakes and 87
percent of its estuaries were considered
safe for swimming in 1990.

Automobile pollutants have dropped
dramatically over the past three decades.
Between 1968 and 1993, total highway
vehicle emissions of carbon monoxide
dropped 96 percent, hydrocarbons by 96
percent and nitrogen oxides by 76 percent
- despite a doubling of vehicle miles trav-
eled during that period.

Market-driven technological improve-
ments have enabled industry to produce
basic goods with much less waste and in-
efficiency. Steel cans are 60 percent lighter
than they were in 1955, aluminum cans
weigh two-thirds as much as they did 10
years ago, glass and plastic bottles are 30
percent lighter, and disposable diapers now
use 50 percent less paper pulp.

But the question still remains, what can
individuals do to make our planet better
for us all?

alty of a $25,000 fine and /or five years
imprisonment under Maryland’s litter con-
trol law. Recent rains had washed the tires
downstream, creating a blockage, and
worsening erosion along the banks of the
Anacostia River tributary.

Once notified of the dumping, MDE
mobilized resources to form a multi-group
partnership to pull the tires from the creek.
In just over four hours, more than 125 vol-
unteers completed the tough, dirty process
of removing the tires from the rugged ter-
rain. The Governor’s Summer Youth Scrap
Tire Project, contracted to conduct year-
round tire cleanups utilizing Department
of Natural Resources Maryland Conserva-
tion Corps members, also participated in
the cleanup with the Earth Conservation
Corps, the Anacostia Watershed Society,
U.S. Marines and U.S. Navy Seabees.  The
groups formed human assembly lines that
ran above, into and across the eight to 10-
foot deep banks of the stream. One by one,
by hand they passed the discarded rub-
ber products to two staging areas
where they were linked in bundles and
drug along the ground or lifted by
Potomac Electric Power Company
(PEPCO) c rewmen to  wai t ing
dumpsters and trucks.

“The hard work of removing the
tires was quickly overshadowed by the
spirit of cooperation and teamwork
exhibited by all those involved,” said
MDE’s Jim Richmond, project coor-
dinator of the Governor’s Summer
Youth Scrap Tire Project.

“Our mission isn’t strictly in war
time,” said Capt. Ken Lucas, a public
affairs officer for the Marine Barracks
in D.C. “As a neighbor in the south-
east community area, this is in our
neighborhood too. It was just like
someone came & dumped tires in our
backyard. No, we don’t approve of it.
No, we don’t appreciate it, but we
have to clean it up. This is going to
have a lasting effect for the next gen-
eration.”

Maryland Conservation Corps mem-
ber Kathryn Samuel added, “It was

very impressive to see so many groups
and organizations come together to
achieve a common goal. We worked
well together.  Everyone who took
part should be proud of their effort.”

“We’d really like to track down the
person who did this because it is a
crime against our whole society,” said
Robert Boone, co-founder and presi-
dent of the Anacostia Watershed So-
ciety, a local environmental organiza-
tion working to restore the Anacostia
River. “We cannot tolerate our com-
munity being abused this way. We
don’t have a place where people can
conveniently come and get rid of tires.
We need that bad. We also need some
of our best minds to focus on how to
recycle them. Proper disposal of tires
needs to be addressed.”

Bob Nixon is Executive Director of
the Earth Conservation Corps, which
s ta r ted  in  Apr i l  1992  in  Lower
Beaverdam Creek. The corps started
with 9 kids from District of Columbia
public housing communities. Their
goal—to clean up the creek, at that
time one of the most polluted tribu-
taries on the East Coast.  In three
months they pulled more than 5,000
tires from the creek and helped focus
a lot of attention on its condition.

“We’re back because this is our
home river, our home stream,” Nixon
said. “This is the worst insult it has
faced since then [1992]. Some of our
corps member graduates heard, and
came back and said, ‘Look what they
did to our stream.’ And that’s what
we’re trying to engender, a sense of
ownership of the environment for
young men & women who generally
have not had a chance to be exposed
to the environment.”

Demetrius Mack, an Earth Conser-
vation Corps member from D.C., was
one of the volunteers that helped that
day. “I feel really great about this,”
he said. “It helps the environment and
people.  I think everybody should care
about the environment. That’s where

we live. This is where we’ll all be for
awhile so we must keep it clean.”

Fellow volunteer Chauncey Walker,
of southeast D.C., said the tire clean
up experience made him change the
way he thinks about littering. He said
he will no longer be a litterbug and it
bothered him that he had to clean up
the mess created by another. “It makes
me feel that I’m helping out things
that I took for granted,” Walker con-
cluded.

An estimated $10,000 of Maryland’s
Used Tire and Recycling Fund, adminis-
tered by MDE, was used to help finance
disposal of the tires, which were trans-
ported to a Baltimore City facility for pro-
cessing into recyclable material. Addi-
tional support for the clean up was pro-
vided by Prince George’s County’s De-

partment of Environmental Resources.
Maryland’s Used Tire and Recycling

Fund is generated through the $1 sur-
charge placed on the sale of all new tires
sold in the state. The fund supports scrap
tire cleanups, enforcement and compliance
activities, scrap tire projects, construction
of scrap tire playgrounds, and implemen-
tation of a licensing program.

Scrap tire dumps pose a risk to public
and environmental health. Tire fires can
generate thick, black noxious odors and
produce oil from the melting tires, which
can pollute soils, ground and surface wa-
ters. In warmer months following rain,
scrap tires become breeding grounds for
mosquitoes.

On March 6 the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers’ announced important changes to the
agency’s current nationwide permit program. “The changes will benefit the nation’s aquatic
environment by increasing protection to critical resource waters and within the 100-year
floodplain while continuing to authorize projects with minimal adverse effects,” said
John Studt, chief of the Corps’ Regulatory Branch. “This program can run at substan-
tially less than the additional cost of our July 1999 proposal while providing increased
environmental protection.”

Nationwide permits are general permits used nationally to authorize discharges of
dredged or fill material that will have minimal adverse effects on the aquatic environ-
ment. The Corps is replacing Nationwide Permit (NWP) 26, which was used to permit
certain discharges in the nation’s headwaters and isolated waters, and was the general
permit most frequently involving potential impacts on wetlands.

To replace NWP 26, which expires in June 2000, the Corps is issuing five new nation-
wide permits and modifying six others. The Corps is also modifying nine NWP general
conditions and adding two new general conditions. The replacement nationwide permits
continue to authorize many of the same activities previously permitted under NWP 26,
but they are activity-specific, with terms and conditions to ensure minimal adverse ef-
fects on the aquatic environment.

The maximum acreage limit under the new and modified NWPs is one-half acre, re-
duced from the previous maximum of three acres. In addition, most require that the Corps
be notified of activities impacting more than one-tenth of an acre, reduced from the pre-
vious requirement to notify the Corps of impacts more than one-third of an acre.

“These changes to the nationwide permit program reflect the administration’s, includ-
ing the Army’s, commitment to protecting the nation’s wetlands and reducing damages
to communities from flooding,” said Michael Davis, deputy assistant Secretary of the
Army for Civil Works.

Since the Corps’ Baltimore District has suspended the majority of the nationwide per-
mits in Maryland, it is uncertain how the replacement package will affect the state’s
regulated community.  At this time, it appears likely that a similar course of action would
be adopted for the replacement package.  Suspension of the replacement nationwide per-
mits would highlight the strength of the state’s regulatory program and the success of the
Maryland State Programmatic General Permit, which was issued by the Corps in June,
1996.

Corps regulators issue two types of permits: individual permits, and general permits.

• Third, Congress should replace
the existing oxygenate requirement in
the Clean Air Act with a renewable fuel
standard for all gasoline.  By preserving
and promoting continued growth in renew-
able fuels, particularly ethanol, this step
will increase farm income, create jobs in
rural America, improve our energy secu-
rity, and help protect the environment.

“Threats posed by MTBE to water sup-
plies in many areas of the country are a
growing concern,” Browner said.  “Action
by Congress is the fastest and best way to
address this problem. We need to begin
now to eliminate MTBE from gasoline and
move to safer alternatives, like ethanol
because Americans deserve both clean air
and clean water -- and never one at the
expense of the other.”

“These principles provide a strong, uni-
fied framework for promoting the contin-
ued growth of renewable fuels like etha-
nol,” said Glickman.  “Ethanol will play
an important role in ensuring that we main-
tain the air quality gains we have achieved
to date, and the renewable fuels standard
will encourage substantial new growth in
the use of ethanol and other renewable fu-

els across the country.  That’s good news
for our farmers, for our energy security,
and for the environment.”

Maryland’s Department of the Environ-
ment has been tracking MTBE since 1995
by sampling community and nontransient
noncommunity public water systems. Of
the 1,060 public water systems tested,
MTBE was detected in about 66 systems;
10 systems had levels above 20 part per
billion, the federal standard. Of these 10
systems, eight now have alternate sources.
Alternative sources of water have been
used to replace contaminated sources.
MTBE has not yet been detected in water
supplies using surface water. MDE is sam-
pling for MTBE contamination at all un-
derground storage tank sites that have a
history of leaks and groundwater impacts.
Future spill sites will also be tested for the
additive. Data from leaking underground
storage tank remediation activities indi-
cated that 210 domestic wells have been
impacted by MTBE to date.

On the preventative side, MDE conducts
studies to assist local governments in mini-
mizing the risks of contamination at pub-
lic supplies.  Now that MTBE has become
more widely known, local government
water sampling programs have recently

started including MTBE.  MDE is gather-
ing additional information available from
major oil companies and other sources; and
is currently assessing the potential health
risks from MTBE.

In addition to the legislative framework,
Browner also announced that EPA for-
mally began regulatory action to eliminate
or phase down MTBE, issuing an Advance
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking under
Section 6 of the Toxic Substances Control
Act.

“To ensure that our water supplies will
be protected, I am also directing EPA to
take an additional insurance policy by start-
ing a regulatory process aimed at phasing
out MTBE,” Browner added.  However,
this action can require time to complete;
that is why it is in the best interest of the
American people for Congress to take
quick action now.

Section 6 of the Toxic Substances Con-
trol Act gives EPA authority to ban, phase
out, limit or control the manufacture of any
chemical substance deemed to pose an un-
reasonable risk to the public or the environ-
ment.  EPA expects to issue a full proposal
to ban or phase down MTBE within six
months, after which more time is required
by the law for analysis and public comment.

apply on a case-by-case basis. In the past,
the Corps has averaged about 5,000 stan-
dard individual permits a year. General
permits pertain to a group of similar ac-
tivities, such as boat docks or shore pro-
tection. Two types of general permits are:

• regional general permits; Corps
districts permit about 40,000 activities a
year under these, and

• nationwide permits, issued by
Corps headquarters; Corps district offices
authorize about 40,000 activities per year.

The Corps is required to reissue general
permits every five years.

On July 21, 1999, the Corps published
a notice of intent in the Federal Register
to replace NWP 26 when it expired with a
series of new and modified permits. Sub-
sequently, the Fiscal Year 2000 Energy
and Water Development Appropriations
Act required the Corps to complete a study
of the probable change in permitting
workload and compliance costs under the
July 21 replacement package. The study,
undertaken by the Corps’ Institute for
Water Resources, is under review by the
Office of the Assistant Secretary of the
Army for Civil Works and being sent for
review to the Office of Management and
Budget. The agency also received more
than 1,700 written comments and carefully
considered each one.

“In contrast to the July, 1999 proposal,
this package is a win-win,” said Studt. “We
have been able to find a better overall so-
lution. The final new nationwide permits
reduce costs substantially compared to the
July, 1999 package. That means fewer
costs to both the regulated public and the
taxpayer. Further, because of the half-acre
approach, the new nationwide permits pro-
vide a substantial increase in protection
for the aquatic environment.”

 Riding a MARC train definitely has
its advantages.  While motorists face dif-
ficult driving decisions in their daily
battle against traffic back-ups, one of the
toughest decisions facing a MARC com-
muter is which section of the paper they
should read first.  Thanks to Governor
Parris N. Glendening’s commitment to
improving transit service, MARC com-
muters face another “tough” decision:
“Should I read the paper on the lower
level or the upper level today?”

Continuing his aggressive efforts to
improve transit service for Marylanders,
Governor Glendening celebrated the ar-
rival of the state’s first double-decker
MARC passenger cars on February 22
with commuters traveling the 8:05 a.m.
train from Penn Station in Baltimore to
Washington’s Union Station.  The
double-decker cars offer passengers
comfortable, reclining seats and can ac-
commodate approximately 50 percent
more people than older cars.

“The double-decker cars will usher in
a new era of comfort and convenience
for our MARC customers,” said Gover-
nor Glendening.  “This is a major step
forward in our goal to double transit rid-
ership by 2020.  I commend Maryland’s
congressional delegation - especially
Senators Paul Sarbanes and Barbara
Mikulski - for their shared vision to im-
prove transit service for our citizens.”

Fifty cars, manufactured by Kawasaki
Rail Car Company in Yonkers, New
York, were purchased with state and fed-
eral funding for $90 million.

These new double-decker cars play an
important role in our environmental ef-
forts at the Maryland Department of
Transportation and the state’s ‘Smart
Growth’ policies. We want to make tran-
sit an attractive, viable alternative to
driving as we work to attract new rid-
ers, and reduce congestion and air pol-
lution. Acquiring the new cars is part of
our continuing effort to provide the
highest level of service to our loyal rail
commuters.

Governor Glendening, elected offi-
cials and commuters celebrated the ar-
rival of the double-decker cars with
bands playing, MARC give-a-ways and
refreshments at both stations.  During
the inaugural train ride, the Governor cut
a ribbon at several of the stops along the
way to Union Station to welcome MARC
customers aboard the new cars.

Along with more comfortable seats
that recline, the new double-decker cars
offer passengers an electronic message
board that will keep them informed of
station stops and other information.
Every car will offer accessible seating
for passengers with disabilities.  Carry-

ing 132 passengers, each double-decker
car seats approximately 50
percent more riders than ex-
isting cars, which carry be-
tween 80 and 110 passen-
gers.  All 50 cars are ex-
pected to be in operation by
this summer.

“Quality commuter rail
service is one component in
the Mass Transit
Administration’s integrated
transit network,” said MTA
Administrator Ron Freeland.
“Bus, Light Rail, Metro Sub-
way and MARC provide our
citizens with convenient,
safe and comprehensive transit ser-
vices.”

Bay’s health. So fertilizers and other
chemical-based gardening products should
not be used without proper evaluation of their
need. Contact your nearest Cooperative Exten-
sion Service office for assistance. With your
help, they can conduct a soil analysis for a nomi-
nal fee and help select the types of plants that
would best suit the soil’s condition.

Just say ‘No’ to pesticides
Pesticides (also called insecticides) are in-

tended to kill insects. They are lethal to butter-
flies and all birds. Do not use these materials
near your butterfly garden or near bird feeders.

Pesticides and fertilizers can reach surface
water by running off the application site fol-
lowing a heavy rain and into neighboring
streams and rivers. Pesticides and fertilizers can
leach through the soil and into groundwater as
well. When it is necessary to use pesticides and
fertilizers, always follow instructions for proper
use. Remember that these materials, if used ir-
responsibly, can not only contribute to the pol-
lution of nearby streams, but the Chesapeake
Bay.

Compost yard waste
 An alternative yard waste disposal method

is composting, rather than bagging it up for dis-
posal at a landfill. Leaves, hay, wood chips,
sawdust, green clippings, and wilted flowers
can be composted and used as a mulch when
fully decomposed. Don’t use diseased plants,
weeds that have gone to seed, or animal
byproducts (bones or leftovers) in your com-
post pile. There are instructions for building a
composting bin on MDE’s website at

The Order requires the
Company to pay a $10,000 penalty to
settle the violations.  The Company is
currently constructing a new asphalt
plant at the site with state-of-the-art
air pollution control equipment.  The
new plant is expected to address air
pollution concerns and violations.  The
old plant will no longer be operated.

On March 8, MDE issued a
Complaint and Penalty against
OriGene Technologies for violations of
Maryland’s laws and regulations gov-
erning use of radioactive materials.

OriGene’s violations included vacat-
ing the premises without notice, and
use and storage of radioactive mate-
rials at an unauthorized location.

ing standards for environmental protection.
During the 1999 legislative session

Maryland’s General Assembly established
the Small Business Pollution Compliance
Loan Fund.  Del.  Brian K. McHale, of Bal-
timore City, sponsored the legislation that
has enabled MDE to develop the regulations
and implement the Small Business Pollution
Compliance Loan Program.

The loan program is an important addi-
tion to the services offered by the
department’s Small Business Assistance
Program.  “We already offer compliance and
permitting help to businesses with 100 or
fewer employees,” said Andrew Gosden,
program coordinator. “With the loan pro-
gram in place, MDE can help reduce the
financial barriers small businesses may encoun-
ter when trying to improve air quality.”

The loans may be used for costs in upgrad-
ing or replacing air pollution control equipment.
The loans also may be used to purchase and
install equipment to make operational changes
that reduce air pollution and to purchase
equipment that modifies production prac-
tices to reduce air pollution.

Loans of up to $50,000 are available for a
project.  The interest rate for the loans is
based on Maryland’s General Obligation
Bond rate. The length of the loan will de-
pend on the project, but the term cannot ex-
ceed 15 years.

How to apply
The Small Business Assistance Program

has developed an application package for
businesses who may want apply for a loan.
The package includes a loan processing
form, a checklist for items that must be in-
cluded and a brief instruction sheet.

Applicants must provide a copy of the pro-
posal for the work or the signed contract and
a detailed description of the equipment in-
cluding any vendor supplied specifications.
Financial information and business docu-
mentation also are necessary.  This infor-
mation will be used to evaluate and rank loan
applications.
