WEIGHMASTER LICENSES FOR THOSE
WEIGHING SOLID FUEL

niiriiig the year 1947, in compliance with the provisioiis of Chap-
ter 49, Laws of )Iaivlaiid, 1937, the Bureau continued to iiispect
the weigh-scales of all those engaged iii weigliiiig solid iue iii the
State of Marylaiid, outside of the ('itv of Baltimore. 24S truck scales
being tested, 23 of which were retested. Iii addition the Bureau
rnspected 14 tOI)flcCO wa reh oui e scales.

From the iiiception of the work uuder (ilal)ter 49, Laws of
Marylaiid. 1937, up to and iucludiiig T)ecember 31. 1947, the Bureau
of Mines isiied 4,382 weighmaster licenses,, the fee for earli liceiise
being $10.00, amid this moiley was turned over to the State Treasurer.

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The Maryland Bnrean of Miiies shoiilil not be charged with the
iiispection 811(1 testing of solid fuel 811(1 tobacco warehouse scales
in the State, outside of the City of Baltimore. This work should
be done by a State department of weights 811(1 measures, 811(1 the
Bureau hereby makes an earnest request to be reheved of this extra
burden. The Bureau has always tested the weigh-scales at the
coal mines, on which the coal dug by the miiiers is weighed.

Chapter 349, Laws of Maryland, Session of 1937, under which
this Bureau is charged with issuing weiglimaster licenses and testing
of scales of solid fuel dealers and tobacco warehouses, became effec-
tive ,Tniie 30, 1937, but enforcement was held up until November,
1937.

The busiiiess of this Bureau is to maintain safety and efficiency
iii coal and fire clay miaiag operations, and not the testing of the
scales of solid fuel dealers throughout the length and breadth of
the State of Maryland.

Of this total, 247,3() net toiis originated
in the George's Creek district.
